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1. Tutoring: Free tutors are available to help you study for this course. They    
    are available in the Academic Assistance Center at all three CCCC campuses.  
2. Career Center: Study career opportunities, create an up-to-date resume        
    and do job searches in the Career Center located in the Student Center of         
    the Sanford campus. Hours posted on the door. At the Chatham and     
    Harnett campuses, see the Student Development Services  representative.
